(Read Instructions prior to installation) for faster removal and installation of exhaust a trained
professional is recommended for this procedure.

Secure stock exhaust with jack/stands.

Disconnect negative battery terminal.

Loosen clamp and release the tab and slide the clamp back on the muffler. Seperate the
muffler and downpipe.

Remove the LH & RH rear exhaust hanger isolator bracket bolts from the rear subframe.
Unhook the rear exhaust hanger isolators and remove the exhaust from the downpipe.

Install aFe exhaust using the hardware provided.

Install Y-Pipe Extension to the stock system. NOTE: 3" Inlet/Oulet connection pipes mount directly
to the aFe Performance Downpipe (P/N: 48-33017) for a Full 3" system.

Install Mid Y-Pipe using the 3" band clamp. Do NOT tighten.

Install RH & LH hanger bracket isolator bolts to the right and left muffler.

Install the Right muffler using 2.5" band clamp. Do NOT tighten.

Install the Left muffler using 2.5” band clamp. Do NOT tighten.

Adjust exhaust before tightening.

Once aligned and you're satisfied, you may now tighten complete system.

Reconnect battery.

Start the vehicle and check for any leaks.

Double check all work and ensure everything is tight and secure.
Your installation is now complete. It is recommended to re-tighten all exhaust components after
50-100 miles.

Caution: Allow time for your vehicle to cool down prior to installation. When working on or under your vehicle proceed with caution. Exhaust systems reach high
temperatures and may cause serious burns. Wear protective safety equipment; eye goggles and gloves to ensure a safe installation. aFe recommends professional
installation on our products.
