8mm and 10mm nut drivers, ½” wrench or adjustable wrench, Phillips #2 and #3 Screwdrivers, T20 Torx 
driver, 10mm open face wrench.

Step 1: Remove the engine cover  1   and set aside.

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Refer to Figure B for Steps 2-3
Step 2: Using a 10mm nut driver, loosen the clamps at the factory filter housing  2  and the throttle body  3  .

Step 3: Disconnect the large CCV line  4  and the smaller vent line  5  from the back of the factory intake 

tube.

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Refer to Figure C for Steps 4-5
Step 4: Disconnect the MAF sensor wire harness from the sensor  6  and the factory filter housing 7  .

Step 5: Using a 10mm nut driver, loosen the two screws  8  securing the factory filter housing to the vehicle. 

NOTE: The screws are captured in the factory grommets and will not be fully removed.

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Refer to Figure D for Steps 6-8
Step 6: Transfer two grommets with inserts  9  to your aFe Power housing.

Step 7: Transfer the factory grommet  10   from the fender mount on the factory filter housing to your aFe 

Power housing.

Step 8: Install the trim seal  11  on the air inlet on your aFe Power housing. Trim to fit.

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Refer to Figure E for Steps 9-10
Step 9: Remove the MAF sensor  12  from the factory intake tube using a #2 Phillips screwdriver and install 

it into your aFe Power intake tube using the supplied screws. Tighten using a T20 Torx driver.

Step 10: Install the supplied NPT fitting  13  into your aFe Power intake tube and tighten using a ½” wrench 

or adjustable wrench. Do not overtighten the fitting – There will be exposed threads when tight.

Step 11: Replace the factory vent line with the supplied length of silicone hose  14  as shown.

Refer to Figure G for Step 12
Step 12: Install your aFe Power housing into the vehicle by inserting the side mounting grommet  15  into the 

mounting hole in the fender, then lining up the two screws with the bottom mounting points. Tighten the 

rear mounting screw  16  with an open face 10mm wrench and the front screw  17  with a 10mm nut 

driver.

Step 13: Install your aFe Power air filter  18  into your filter housing and secure in place using the four 

captive screws, tightening with a #3 Phillips screwdriver.

Step 14: Install the supplied bellows coupling  19  with the #080 clamp  20  onto the air filter as shown. 

Tighten the clamp using an 8mm nut driver. 

Step 15: Install the #072 clamp  21  loosely on the end of the coupler. Do not tighten.

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Refer to Figure J for Steps 16-17
Step 16: Install the supplied hump coupler  22  onto the throttle body with one of the #052 clamps  23  . 

Tighten using an 8mm nut driver.

Step 17: Install the remaining #052 clamp  24  loosely on the open end of the coupler. Do not tighten.

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Refer to Figure K for Steps 18-21
Step 18: Install your aFe Power intake tube into the vehicle by sliding the larger end into the bellow coupling 

at the air filter then the smaller end into the coupling at the throttle body.

Step 19: Using an 8mm nut driver, tighten the clamps at the air filter  25  and at the throttle body  26  .

Step 20: Reconnect the CCV line  27  and the valve cover vent line  28  to the intake tube.

Step 21: Reconnect the MAF sensor  29  .
