• Please read the entire instruction manual before proceeding.
• Ensure all components listed are present.
• Ensure you have all necessary tools before proceeding.
• Do not attempt to work on your vehicle when the engine is hot.
• Disconnect the negative battery terminal before proceeding.
• Retain factory parts for future use.
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Installation will require the following tools: 

7mm nut driver, 8mm nut driver and T25 torx driver.

IMPORTANT! During this process, leave the key outside of the vehicle.
Step 1: Open the hood of the vehicle and let sit for 5 min to allow computer to fully shut down.

Step 2: Unplug the MAF connector  1   by pulling the back the tab of the connector. Now press down on 

the tab, and pull on the connector at the same time and the connector should come out.

Step 3: Using a T25 torx driver, remove the two screws  2   holding the stock scoop. Remove the scoop 

by pushing it back towards the engine then pulling up towards the hood.

Refer to Figure D for Steps 4.
Step 4: Remove the rubber trim  3  on the stock airbox and transfer it over onto the scoop you removed 

in the previous step.

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Refer to Figure E for Steps 5-6
Step 5: Loosen the clamps  4   on both ends of the stock intake tube with a 7mm nut driver. Remove the 

tube from the vehicle.
Step 6: Remove the stock airbox  5   from the vehicle by pulling up on the rear most mounting point and 

slowly freeing the other two mounting points.

Step 7: Remove the MAF cartridge  6   from the stock airbox by removing the two screws  7   with a T25 
torx driver.
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Step 8: Slip the MAF cartridge  8  into the shorter aFe intake tube  9  , align the sensor with the flat part 
of the flange and use the two screws you removed in the previous step to secure the cartridge to 
the tube.

Step 9: Transfer the three grommets  10  from the stock airbox over to the aFe POWER housing  11 .

Step 10: Install the aFe POWER housing into the vehicle and install the filter  12  into the housing. Use 
  the provided plug to close the additional air inlet if you want to completely seal the housing.

NOTE: Best performance gain is obtained by having more air flow (No plug). However, having the 
plug installed will lower engine noise coming from the housing.

Step 11: Install the stock scoop you removed earlier and use the original hardware to re-mount it to the 
  vehicle.



Step 12: Slip the provided bellows coupling  13   and one #048 clamp  14   onto the throttle body and 
  fully tighten the clamp with an 8mm nut driver.

Step 13: Now install the longer aFe intake tube  15   into the other end of the bellows coupling  16   with 
  the other #048 clamp  17 . Tighten the clamp enough so the tube can rotate back and forth, 
  but will NOT to pull out of the coupler.

Step 14: Install the provided #056  18  clamp onto the other end of the longer intake tube.

Step 15: Install the shorter aFe POWER intake tube  19  with the attached MAF cartridge into the filter 
  20 . Now slip the other side of the MAF into the second half of the tube  21 .
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Step 16: Position the longer intake tube  22  to where the cartridge sits flush against the lip of the tube 
  and tighten the #056 clamp  23 .

Step 17: Tighten all clamps down and ensure that the MAF cartridge  24  is secured.
Step 18: Reconnect the MAF sensor plug  25  and push the tab back in to lock the sensor.
