Step 1: Using a pair of pliers, disconnect the sound hose  1  from the intake tube. Disconnect the MAF

sensor  2  and the breather hose  3  from the intake tube . 

Step 2: Use an 8mm nut driver to loosen the stock clamps  4  at the throttle body and the air box.

Remove the stock intake tube.

Step 3: Remove the air hose from the captive clamp  5  and move it to the side.

Step 4: Remove the air box by pulling up to release air box from its mounting grommets  6  . Make sure

the mounting grommets  6  are still in the chassis mounting tabs. If they pulled out and are

stuck in the lower half of the air box, remove them from the air box and insert them back on the

chassis mounting tabs.

Step 5: Install the supplied air inlet scoop  7  into the aFe air box.

Step 6: Use the provided plug   8   to close additional air inlet if you want to completely seal the air box. 

Best performance gain is obtained by having more air flow (no plug).

tighten clamp at this time.
