A. Depress the Grey locking tabs in the PCV breath-
er quick connect fittings and remove them from the
vehicle.

B. Loosen the clamps on the factory intake assembly
and remove it from the vehicle.

2. Using an open end wrench, remove the passenger
side fender brace and set it aside. For ease of installa-
tion, remove the rear brace bolt and set it aside. Un-
plug the Mass Air Flow sensor, or MAF and un anchor
it from the airbox. Unseat the airbox from it’s mounting
grommets and remove the factory airbox.

4. Install the Filter Adapter onto the Cold Air Box as
shown using the three 1/4-20 Button Head Screws and
1/4” Flat Washers.

5. Slide the Airbox assembly into the inner fender area
and secure it using 3 of the OEM bolts removed in step
3. Apply the Airaid Decal inside of the Airbox as
shown.
