Step Description illustration 

1 Identify the grille & hardware with parts list. 

2 

Optional (for vehicles with black plastic cover under hood), pop hood, remove the black plastic cover (on top of 
OEM grille / front panel) from vehicle. This will allow access to the rear of the grille shell. If you are still unable 
to access the rear, remove the grille shell and re-attach after installation. 

3 Test fit the grille to make sure that it fits in the shell properly. Make sure the grille is centered. 

4 

Place one bolt through each of the holes on 

the grille. From the rear, place a ‘J’ hook 

on each bolt. Now thread a nut on each bolt. 
Then use the wrench to thread a bolt on the 
grille. 

5 Make sure the insert is centered and tighten the hardware. 

6 Reinstall the black plastic cover which was removed in step 2. 

7 Installation completed!!!
