There are 4  bolts along the top of the grille under the hood  that need to beremoved The top of the grille will be loose, pull the bottom out untill the latches pop loose and remove the grille3 With the grille removed from the vehicle remove the 5 plastic pop clips and one 10/32″bolt from the top plate of the factory grille, remover the top plate(Fig 1) 4 Now remove 7 plastic pop rivets from along the top edge of the factory grille assembly.Use a pointy object or a small punch to press in the center of the top(Fig 2). 5 The pop rivet will break and will not be reused.Remove the pop rivet with a pair of pllers (Fig3) 6 Now you will remove the 2 chrome trim bars from the front lf the factory grille.From the backside of the grille,unlatch the 7 plastic latches holding the chrome trim bars securewith a flat screwdriver (fig 4) 7 Pull the chrome trim bars off the grille. Now you will separate the front and back section of the factory grille.On the backside of the factory grille there are 6 plastic latches along the top, 6 along the bottom and 2 on each side,unlatch these with a flat screwdriver and separate the front and back sections of the factory grille(Fig 5) 8 Remove the ford logo,there are 4 plastic latches and 1 nut holding it to the grille(Fig 6) 9 If you want to remount the ford logo on the new grille, cut the black plastic tabs off from the backside of the logo and sand it smooth. Now you need to remove the 2side sections from the black section of the factory grille(Fig 7). There are 9 plastic latches on the backside of each section, use a flat screwdriver to unlatch them and remove the side sections. Now reassemble to black plastic bac section and the front grille section minus the side pieces and apply masking tape to the painted/chrome grille shell outter ring to prevent any scratches during cutting(Fig 8). × √ √ ×Stainless steel 6  Kep Nuts 4 10-24

1 Identify the grille & hardware with parts list. 

2 
Pop hood, remove the black plastic cover (on top of OEM grille / front panel) from vehicle. This will allow 
access to the rear of the grille shell.  

3 

Start with the upper section. Attach the fully threaded studs to the back side of the billet grille 
Next attach the extension brackets to the top of the billet grille, using the provided hardware. Do not tighten 
down hardware at this time. 
Attach the lower brackets to the billet grille.

Place billet grille into the grille opening, center the billet grille making sure that all billet bars are straight, and 
the spacing is equal on each side of the grille as well as the billet grille being even with the hood line. 

5 
Once the grille is in place, attach the upper 
brackets to the vehicle. As well secure the 
lower brackets. 

6 Move on to the lower section.  Secure the stud to the threaded holes on the rear of the grille. 

7 Center the grille into the opening of the factory grille shell. Be sure the studs are through the OEM grille shell. 

8 Secure grille using the lock nuts and tads from the back side of the OEM grille shell. 

9 Make sure the grille is centered and tighten the fasteners. 

10 Reinstall the black plastic cover which was removed in step 2. 

11 Installation completed!!!
