INSTRUCTIONS FOR USE: 

• If your air supply does not have a lubricator in line with it, be sure to drop a few drops of air tool oil
into the air inlet of the tool before connecting your air supply, and before each use. (Figure 1)

• Connect 1/4” NPT air hose to air tool making sure your compressor is large enough to operate this
tool within the given specifications as listed on page 2. Make sure that your hose connection is
tight, but do not over tighten it.

• To attach and release accessories, simply push forward on the retaining ring on the quick change
coupler, insert desired buffing attachment and release retaining ring until it snaps back into place.
(Figure 1) Pull on attachment to ensure that it is tight before use.

• IMPORTANT: MUST USE TOOL AT LOW SPEED (1800 RPM MAX) FOR PLASTICS

• To operate, push safety lever forward and depress throttle lever. (Figure 2)

• To adjust air consumption, turn center screw on the opposite side of the trigger in either direction
to obtain desired operation. (Figure 3)
