SPECIFIC PRODUCT WARNING AND PRECAUTIONS 
. Make sure the oil drain is used only on a dry, oil/grease free, flat, level, ground 

surface capable of supporting the weight of the unit and contents. 
Do not work under the vehicle without proper support devices.

3. Prior to using the oil drain dolly, make sure to read and understand all warnings,
safety precautions, and instructions as outlined in the vehicle manufacturers’ and
the support device’s instruction manuals.
Do not use the oil drain with the vehicle’s engine running. A vehicle’s engine that is 
running produces odorless, invisible, carbon monoxide vapors which, if inhaled,  
cause serious in u  or death. 

5. Do not allow anyone in the vehicle while using the oil drain. Keep all b standers a
safe distance awa  from the vehicle.
Avoid burns. Allow the engine oil to complet  cool before draining the oil into the oil 
drain doll . 
Do not leave the oil drain unattended when operating or evacuating oil.
Never use the oil drain near open flames or heat sources.
Make sure to remove the oil drain and all other tools and equipment before 
lowering the vehicle to the floor surface.

Follow guidelines for engine oil disposal. Used engine oil should be removed form 
the vehicle and properl  disposed of or    states require ing.

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS:
NOTE: Please refer to the Assembly Diagram for the following installation and 
operating instructions. 

 Insert funnel .

 Connect the upper tube  into the lower tube  and secure it with spring clamp 

 ut the lower tube  into the tank  and secure it  tightening the 

  

WARNING! Make sure the vehicle is properly and securely raised on the lift before 
raising the oil drain into place. Follow all safety precautions outlined in this manual 
and the vehicle’s manual

.



 To operate the oil drain, slight  squeeze the spring clam  and allow the two tubes
     and the funnel  to slide downward to the lowest position.  

 Move the oil drain under the raised vehicle, making sure the funnel  is positioned
     directl  below the oil drain plug of the engine. 

 Raise the upper tube  and funnel  until the funnel  sits approxim   
     directl  below the oil drain plug of the engine. Then,  the spring clam  
     to hold the upper tube, lower tube and the funnel in place. 

 Remove the oil drain plug of the engine, and allow the old oil to complet  drain from the 
     engine into the funnel  of the  gallon oil drain. 
5.. nce the old engine oil is completel  drained, replace the oil drain plug of the engine and tighten 
     to manufactures specifications. 
. hen empt ng the old oil from the tank  of the oil drain, make sure to follow 

     guidelines for engine oil disposal. If necessar , contact our local solid liquid waste 
     auth  for information on cling and or disposal. 

INSPECTION, MAINTENANCE, AND CLEANING 
Before each use, inspect the general condition of the oil drain. Check for broken or 
bent parts, loose or missing parts, and an  condition that  affect the proper 
operation of the product. If a problem occurs, have the problem corrected before further 
use. Do not use damaged equipment. 
When cleaning, use a clean cloth with a detergent or mild solvent. Then, store the oil 
drain in a safe and dr  location.
