Power-Up

The pointer will move backward to the stop pin and then display actual temperature. This procedure is an auto-calibration function and is performed on every
power-up. While this test is being performed, the gauge may make a clicking sound. This is normal.

Data Logger Output Ground Neg.()

This gauge is equipped to output the sensor signal to an Auto Meter Data Logger. This feature .

allows you to use the same sensor for both the gauge and the data logger. With this gauge it is

no longer necessary to install two sensors to measure the same function. To use this feature, you

must have an Auto Meter Data Logger installed in the vehicle and purchase a cable kit (BaCk of GauQe)
(Model #9420) to connect the gauge to the Data Logger. Pins number 4 & 10 (see illustration to 1 O
right) in the connector on the back of the gauge are the sensor signal and ground that must be >
connected to the data logger. After connecting the gauge to the data logger, the data logger must
