Your Billy Boat Exhaust system was designed to be a direct replacement exhaust system while offering
the best performance, finish and value available from a stainless steel exhaust system. Proper
installation will ensure a lifetime of quality and performance from this product.

1) Disconnect the NEG (-) battery terminal. Disconnecting power from your vehicle may allow the
computer to “clear” its memory during installation.

2) Remove the factory exhaust system by removing the existing muffler tips first. Start by removing the
(4) nuts at the cat converter flange.

3) Loosen the band clamp around the muffler. Remove the band clamp hanger.
4) Lower the existing muffler section.

5) Install the Billy Boat Exhaust system one side at a time. Place the supplied band clamp around the
muffler loosely. Reinstall the band clamp hanger. Align the muffler cat converter flange with the header
flange and place the existing nuts back on loosely. Slide the supplied band clamp onto the reinstalled
band clamp hanger.

6) Install the other side muffler in the same manner.

7) Place the v-band clamp onto one muffler. Align the two mufflers and place the v-band clamp around
the flanges on the mufflers.

8) Tighten the nuts and clamps evenly. Reinstall the OEM tips
9) Reconnect the battery NEG (-) terminal.
10) Start vehicle.

11) With the vehicle running at an idle, check for exhaust leaks at each connection. If there is a leak
check that the mounting hardware is tight. If so, check the gasket for wear and replace as necessary.

12) Enjoy this fine product for the life of your vehicle!
