
Your Billy Boat Exhaust system was designed to be a direct replacement exhaust system, while offering
the best performance, finish and value available from a stainless steel exhaust system. Proper 
installation will ensure a lifetime of quality and performance from this product.
Please follow these instructions carefully to get the most from your Billy Boat Exhaust system.
1) Disconnect the NEG (-) battery terminal. Disconnecting power from your vehicle may allow the
computer to “clear” its memory during installation.

2) To remove the existing system, first loosen the tip clamps. Remove tip from each side.

3) Cut the existing system at the point shown in the picture below.

4) Remove the existing system from the existing hangers.

5) Install the Billy Boat Exhaust system by first placing the supplied adaptors onto the cut exhaust
system. Lightly tighten the supplied clamps to the adaptors. Align the B&B system into the existing 
hangers and lightly tighten the supplied clamps. Align the existing tips to the B&B system and lightly 
tighten. When all parts are aligned, tighten all the clamps starting from the adaptors and working back 
to the tips.

6) Reconnect the battery NEG (-) terminal.

7) Start vehicle.

8) With the vehicle running at an idle, check for exhaust leaks at each connection. If there is a leak
check that the mounting hardware is tight. If so, check the gasket for wear and replace as necessary.

9) Enjoy this fine product for the life of your vehicle!

VEHICLE SUPPORT WARNING: Should the purchaser decide to install this exhaust product at home, be warned that car or light
duty truck/van “bumper” jacks are intended for emergency use only. The use of frame contact jack stands in conjunction with a floor
jack as main support is highly recommended to minimize accidental dropping of a vehicle while the installation proceeds. We
recommend the use of a shop hoist if possible. Please use caution!
