WARNINGS:
• AutomaƟ c transmissions operate at temperatures
between 150° and 250°. To avoid burns from hot oil
and parts, allow vehicle to cool off  for a few hours
before beginning installaƟ on.
• Maintain clean working surface as transmission
components are precision fi t so any dirt will directly
impact success of installaƟ on.
• Vehicle must be level for stability and to obtain an
accurate fl uid level.

2. Raise vehicle up on a hoist or rack to working
height. If you don’t have access to a hoist or rack,
raise vehicle and support securely with jack stands.
Verify your vehicle will not move as you complete
installaƟ on of your performance product.

3. Place drain pan under transmission. Remove then
wipe check bolt, while draining fl uid from pan.

With
transmission in PARK, leave vehicle running at idle.
• Remove dipsƟ ck, wipe it off  and reinstall it (with
knob fully hand Ɵ ght). Then remove dipsƟ ck again to
check fl uid level.
