Step 1: Position your vehicle on a smooth, flat, hard surface & block the rear tires. Set the emergency brake. Measure &
record the distance from the center of each wheel to the top of its fender opening.

Step 2: Jack up the vehicle & place jack stands under frame to allow the suspension to hang at FULL droop. Starting on the
driver’s side, remove the wheel.

Step 3: Unbolt the OE lower mounting bolt.
Step 4: Continuing the driver’s side, remove the stock sway bar axle mount. retain hardware for re installation.
Step 5: Remove the stock brake line bracket from the bottom of the stock coil spring seat.

Step 6: Scribe a mark on the lower coil spring seat as well as the coil spring. This is done to reinstall the coil in exact
location.

REPEAT STEPS 1-6 ON PASSENGER SIDE OF THE VEHICLE

Step 7: Place a pair of hydraulic jacks under the front differential housing on both sides of the vehicle. With a second
person, lower the differential until the top of the coil springs are separated from the upper coil location. Keep lowering the
jack until coils can be removed.

Step 8: Locate the new coil spring spacers & the new isolators. Install the spacers on top of the driver’s side coil spring &
the isolator on top of the new spacers.

Holding the driver’s side coil in its stock location. Raise the jack until coil, spacer, and isolator seat properly into the stock
spring location.

REPEAT STEPS 7-8 ON PASSENGER SIDE OF VEHICLE
Step 9: On both sides, reinstall all hardware and components removed during steps 1-4. Be sure to re torque all hardware

to the proper settings. Reinstall Wheels & tires. Check brake hoses at FULL droop, turn the wheel to lock, minor bending of
the brackets ore repositioning of hoses may be necessary.
