4. Remove heat shield by removing (8) nuts which secure it to
    the vehicle.  Retain (6) nuts for reinstallation after heat
    shield trimming.

5. Cut off stud from each frame rail that secured the heat shield.

7. Fishwire 1/2" carriage bolts and spacer blocks up through
    slots in vehicle frame and down through attaching holes in
    hitch side plates, 2 places, each side.

8. Raise hitch into position, being careful not to push bolts
    back into frame.  Secure with 1/2" flange hex nuts.  Torque
    all 1/2" hardware to 110 lb-ft.

9. Raise exhaust into position by reversing all steps in Step 1.
    Reattach exhaust support strap if removed in Step 3.

10. Installation complete.
