GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Unless otherwise specified, high-strength (grade 5) 3. When placing a parts order, refer to this manual for

2. Whenever the terms “LEFT” and “RIGHT” are used in

A WARNING

Failure to follow these instructions may result in death or serious injury!

e Trailer and its contents together must not exceed truck, hitch and/or trailer tow ratings.

e Towing vehicle must have a manufacturer’s rated towing capacity equal to or greater than the gross trailer weight
(dry weight of the trailer plus payload of the trailer).

e Gross weight of trailer must not exceed weight rating of hitch assembily.

e King pin weight must not exceed 4,000 pounds. If in doubt have king pin weight measured by qualified facility



5th Wheel Hitch Guidelines

Demco Hijacker hitches are designed for use with recreational fifth wheel trailers only.

Use only a SAE 2-inch king pin with your Demco Hijacker Fifth Wheel Hitch.

Approximately 15%-25% of trailer weight should be on hitch (Pin Weight).

Trucks come in many different configurations. Demco hitches are designed for use in light trucks such as the Ford
F-Series, the Chevy Silverado and the Dodge Ram. Demco recommends the use of long bed (8ft) light trucks for the
best combination in truck - trailer turning clearance.

Rule of thumb: The distance from the
back of the truck cab to the center of
the rear truck axle (“X”), should be ap-
proximately 4 inches greater than one-
half the trailer width (*Y”)

5. If a short bed pickup (less than 8 ft. but longer than 6 ft.) is to be used for towing, Demco recommends the trailer
be equipped with an extended pin box to help gain additional truck - trailer turning clearance (See trailer manufac-
turer for options). It also may be helpful to add a Demco Hijacker Ultra Slide for increased turning clearance for low
speed, non- highway maneuvering.

6. The height of the hitch and the pin box should be adjusted so the trailer is approximately level as it is towed. Allow
approximately 6 inches clearance between the top of the pickup walls and the underside of the front of the trailer for
pitch and roll of the trailer. Allow more clearance between pickup walls and trailer for off road use.

Hijacker Double Pivot Head Assembly

The dampener stops the hitch head from flopping back and forth in the \ Figure A

truck when the trailer is not hooked up. The urethane compresses under
load so it does not restrict the fore and aft movement when coupled.

Before attaching the hitch head to the saddle assembly the urethane damp-
ener will need to be installed. It is included in the bag with the bolt and nut
for the hitch handle. Simply press into hole that is punched into the bottom

side of the hitch as shown in Figure A.

Note (Read carefully before installing): Handle can be
positioned toward the front or the back if it is found to inter-
fere with the trailer in any way. Verify this before traveling.

1. Slide yellow gripped handle over locking bar, the han-
dle may point forward, upward or backward. **DO NOT
have pointing upward if it is found to interfere with the
trailer in any way during turning.

2. Fasten with 3/8” x 1 %4” bolt and lock nut provided.

AWARNING

DO NOT install hitch handle in a position that the pin box could come in contact with or interfere with the latch of the hitch
handle when turning! If the pin box contacts the hitch handle or its latch when turning, the trailer may become unhitched.

Procedures to Close Locking Bar

Pull on handle with slight pressure while moving the sec-
ondary jaw to the right until the primary jaw is released.
Slowly allow the handle to retract into the 5th wheel head.
Caution: Do not put hands/fingers into the lock jaw area.

Coupling Procedure
Place wheel chock on each side of trailer wheels.
Adjust trailer jacks until trailer is a height for hook up.
King pin plate should contact hitch approximately 1/2”
below level.

If hitch is in locked position, remove safety pin and pull
handle out to the “Ready to Couple” position.

With the trailer coupled, visually check to see if hitch is
completely locked by looking at the handle position, as
well as visually checking to ensure that the jaw bar has
traveled completely across the front of the king pin.
Place safety pin thru the tab and the hole in the handle.
This will prevent handle from opening.

Connect power cable and breakaway switch cable be-
tween truck and trailer.

Close and latch tailgate.

10. Apply trailer brakes and try to pull forward slowly to

double check that hitch is locked. Trailer should prevent
truck from moving.

11. Completely raise trailer jacks. Check for proper clear-

ance between truck box and trailer.

12. Pick up and store wheel chocks. You are now ready to

travel.

Uncoupling Procedure

Place wheel chocks on both sides of trailer
wheels.

Lower trailer jacks to ground and extend until load
is level with truck suspension. If on soft ground,
place support under jack feet to prevent trailer
from settling.

Lower tailgate on truck.

Disconnect power cable and break away switch.
Remove lock pin and pull handle out. If handle will
not stay out, install safety pin in second handle
hole just outside of frame handle bushing.

Drive truck slowly away from trailer.

Very Important
Maintenance Instructions

Inspect all fasteners for tightness at least every
2,000 miles of operation.

Inspect jaw and jaw bar for freedom of movement
and proper operation before each use. Replace
all damaged or worn parts.

Keep all moving parts of hitch well lubricated.

It is recommended to use grease or a 3/16” maxi-
mum Teflon disc to help prevent wear on top plate
surface.

Very Important Warnings

Know your vehicle and trailer GVWR and CVWR.
DO NOT exceed capacity of hitch.
Hitch is for use with only a standard 2" king pin.

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Once the proper height has been deter-

mined, bolt the hitch saddle and side rail
assemblies together and pin them into the
bed rails. Pin the side rails into the set of holes closest to the end with the tab welded on it. This is the end of the bed
rail that is mounted closest to the cab of the truck.

The ideal location for the center of the hitch is directly over the axle to up to 3" ahead of it, and it must be centered side
to side in the box of the truck. As noted above, specific install instructions for the different vehicles are available.

When hitch and rail assembly are in the proper position, drill either the # 1 or # 2 hole (which ever the specific install
instruction states to use) on one side first. Note that the # 1 hole is the hole closest to the cab of the truck and hole #
6 is closest to the tailgate. Drop in a ¥2” x 3" bolt (with flat washer) and loosely fasten a frame bracket up under the box
with a square washer and ¥2” lock nut. Repeat this on the other bed rail. After the ends of the bed rails closest to the cab
have been drilled and bolts dropped down thru, lift all four spring loaded lock pins up and turn to keep held up and slide
the side rail assembly back toward the tailgate and lock into the rear set of holes. Drill either the # 5 or # 6 holes or the
holes closest to the tailgate that are stated in the truck specific install instructions and drop a bolt and flat washer thru
and repeat on the other side. Loosely fasten frame bracket and square washers onto the bolts under truck bed. Slide the
hitch assembly back and forth in the bed rails to ensure smooth operation. Now proceed to drill at least one more hole
per side in between the forward and rear bolts. And fasten frame brackets.

Securely fasten the frame brackets underneath by pushing them up against the frame and tightening up the nut. Next
drill two holes thru the frame and use the %2" x 1 42" bolts, nuts, and flat washers to secure the brackets to the frame.

SL Hitch Operation Instructions

The Hijacker “SL” fifth wheel assembly allows you to move your hitch back towards the tailgate of the truck in two increments
of 4” each for a total of 8”. This gives more clearance for the trailer to help make maneuvering the trailer (in reverse) easier
for short box trucks.

Important Note: Never tow trailer in maneuvering position. Always tow with hitch pinned into the set of holes in the base rail
that position the hitch above or slightly ahead of the axle. Never try to slide hitch back while coupled to trailer with SL model
hitch.

To slide the hitch assembly from the towing position to the parking position, use the following procedure:

Place truck in park. Chock trailer wheels and lower trailer legs to raise trailer to proper height for uncoupling. Disconnect
cables and uncouple trailer from hitch as per uncoupling instructions.

Pull the truck ahead far enough to move hitch (approximately 24”).
Get up in truck box and unclip the 4 hitch pins that are inserted into the spring loaded locking pins.
Pull up the 4 pins all the way and turn the pin 90° to lock in the up position.

Slide the hitch back towards the tailgate of the truck and position over the set of holes you would like to use for extra
clearance

Turn the pins back 90° and the spring pressure will drop them down into the holes in the base rails.

Make sure that the pins are completely engaged in the holes as far as they can go.

Insert the hitch pins into the holes in the spring loaded pins, under the spring bracket, to lock them into position.
Return to cab of truck and recouple the trailer following the coupling instructions. Refasten trailer cables.

The trailer is now ready to maneuver into position with sufficient cab clearance.

The addition of these side load brackets to the Premier/UL and SL series fifth wheel hitches will
boost the overall capacity rating of the hitch from 16,000 Ibs. to 21,000 Ibs. towing capacity.

1. Loosely assemble complete fifth wheel hitch assembly and attach the 5991 brackets, using fas-
teners provided in kit, to the side rails in front of and behind the hitch as shown below.

2. Replace the 16K decals with the new 21K decals that are provided with the upgrade kit over top
of existing decals.

IMPORTANT NOTICE: This installation may require different frame brackets for the various truck models. This kit does
not contain any frame brackets for this reason.

The Hijacker hitch must be completely assembled and adjusted to the proper height before securing into the box of the truck.
Never tow with the hitch in the maneuvering or parking position.

1. The correct height for the hitch is such that there is approximately 6” of clearance between the top of the truck box and
the bottom of the trailer overhang. All Hijacker hitches have 4" of adjustment up or down in 1” increments.

2. Once the proper height has been determined, bolt the hitch saddle and side rail assemblies together and pin them into
the bed rails. Pin the side rails into the set of holes closest to the end with the tab welded on it. This is the end of the bed
rail that is mounted closest to the cab of the truck.

3. The ideal location for the center of the hitch is directly over the axle to up to 3” ahead of it, and it must be centered side
to side in the box of the truck. As noted above, specific install instructions for the different vehicles are available. NOTE:
Use supplied shim (#14218-76) if rail only sits on one rib of pickup box. Shim will be used to support the rail. Place shim
between ribs of pickup box and center front to back of rail.

4. When hitch and rail assembly are in the proper position, drill either the # 1 or # 2 hole (which ever the specific install
instruction states to use) on one side first. Note that the # 1 hole is the hole closest to the cab of the truck and hole # 6 is
closest to the tailgate. Drop in a %2” x 3" bolt (with flat washer) and loosely fasten a frame bracket up under the box with
a square washer and ¥2" flange nut. Repeat this on the other bed rail. After the ends of the bed rails closest to the cab
have been drilled and bolts dropped down thru, lift all four spring loaded lock pins up and turn to keep held up and slide
the side rail assembly back toward the tailgate and lock into the rear set of holes. Drill either the # 5 or # 6 holes or the
holes closest to the tailgate that are stated in the truck specific install instructions and drop a bolt and flat washer thru
and repeat on the other side. Loosely fasten frame bracket and square washers onto the bolts under truck bed. Slide the
hitch assembly back and forth in the bed rails to ensure smooth operation. Now proceed to drill at least one more hole
per side in between the forward and rear bolts. And fasten frame brackets.

5. Securely fasten the frame brackets underneath by pushing them up against the frame and tightening up the nut. Next
drill two holes thru the frame and use the %2” x 1 2" bolts, nuts, and flat washers to secure the brackets to the frame. IT
