Cabin Air Filter Removal

The information below explains necessary procedures and tools to remove and install the Cabin Air

Filter (CAF).

1. Open the glove compartment and
remove the passenger side upper
trim panel.

NOTE: Use your nylon removal tool to
prevent damaging the panel.

2. Remove the hardware securing the
passenger side lower trim panel
beneath the glove compartment
and remove it.

3. Remove the hardware securing the
glove compartment and remove it.

4. Unlatch the CAF access cover and
remove it.

5. Remove the lower CAF element by
pulling it towards the passenger
side.

6. Pull the upper CAF element in a
downward motion and remove it
by pulling it towards the passenger
side. The original elements can be
discarded.

7. Insert the upper CAF element into
the HVAC housing by sliding it
toward the driver side and then use
an upward motion.

8. Insert the lower CAF element into
the HVAC housing by sliding it
toward the driver side.

9. Reinstall the CAF access door and
secure it. Reinstall the glove box
compartment and lower trim panel
and secure them with the original
hardware. Reinstall the passenger
side upper trim panel.

10. Reconnect the battery ground cable.

11. Engine ON, A/C ON, blower speed on high.

12. Listen for any abnormal air noises from the air filter area.
