STEP 1: Remove interior handle bezel by using 
a plastic trim removal to gently pry from interior 
trim panel.

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STEP 2: Remove trim panel screw using a T-20 Torx 
bit driver.

STEP 3: Remove inner top corner trim end piece 
by gently prying in a forward direction using plastic 
trim tool.
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STEP 4: Gently pry trim panel along edges from door 
using removal tool. Once edges have been pried from 
door, gently use hands to unsnap rest of panel from 
door. Once panel is unsnapped from door, lift panel 
upwards to remove.

STEP 5: Remove access panel on inner panel by 
gently prying down using plastic trim tool.
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STEP 6: Reach through access opening and remove 
cable from handle by gently prying cable from handle.

STEP 7: Remove the 3 mounting screws retaining the 
handle to the body using an 8mm socket, and remove
the handle from door.
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Installation Instructions

STEP 1: Expand handle to open position and place 
the provided holding tool onto handle slider to keep 
handle in open position. This will keep the lever in the 
open position to ease installation of repair bracket.

STEP 2: With holding tool still in place, reinstall 
original handle onto door. Have a helper hold
handle onto door while installing repair bracket.
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STEP 3: With the handle held in place, reach through 
the interior side of the door, place the repair bracket 
over the handle, and align with the mounting bolts. 
Install the repair bracket in the same orientation 
as shown. Install the 2 handle retaining screws by 
reinforcement bracket end at this time. Thread both 
screws to approximately 3/4ths of the way. Do not 
fully seat screws at this time.

STEP 4: Pull on exterior handle in the same direction 
of handle operation and remove holding tool 
from handle.
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STEP 5: Install third handle mounting screw towards 
rear facing end of handle. Do not fully tighten at this 
time. Proceed to tighten 2 forward mounting screws 
and now tighten third mounting screw.

Ensure that handle is fully seated into door and all 
handle mounting screws are tight. Reattach release 
cable onto door handle. Verify proper operation of 
door handle. Reinstall handle access panel. Reinstall 
Trim panel & mounting screw. Reinstall interior handle 
bezel. Reinstall upper inner trim cap.
