General Installation Instructions

e Remove the stabilizer shaft link
retaining nut from the frame.

e Remove the stabilizer link.

e Lower the axle until the coil
spring is fully unloaded.

e Remove the coil spring.

e Retain both rubber isolators they will be reused in the
installation of the new spring.

shock bolt.

e |[nstall the stabilizer link.

e |Install the ride height sensor
bracket.

e Attach the ABS line.

e Attach brake line to differential.

e Tighten all fasteners completely.

Air Suspension Light Disarm Instructions

e Install the supplied resistors to the shocks’
electrical connector.

e The factory connectors will need to be removed
and the wires butt connected.
(There is no polarity with this connection. Either
wire from the bypass resistor can be connected
to either wire from the vehicle’s harness.)

e Splice the resistor white wire into the tan wire inthe vehicle harness.

e Splice the resistor black wire into the grey wire of the vehicle harness.

e Wire the resistor up to the vehicle harness at the compressor to eliminate
the “Check suspension message”.

e Leave the compressor unplugged.
