The ECCO DS1500 is a solid-state reverse motion sensor which can be used
on vehicles with any type of speedometer, including electronic. It activates the
back-up alarm every time the vehicle moves backwards, in any gear, ignition
on or off. The DS1500 meets the California alarm device requirements for
refuse trucks.

Unpacking:

Carefully remove the sensor and other components, and
check for damaged or missing parts (see the front cover of this
installation manual for a parts list and description). If missing or
defective parts are found, contact the transit company or ECCO
immediately.

Installation:

The magnets in the DS1500 sensor system may be mounted
using either the “tape-on” method (A), where the magnets are
taped directly onto the drive line, or the “bolt-on” method (B),
where the magnet assemblies are bolted onto the U-joint caps.
See Figure 2 on page 3.

(“A”) Tape-on Mounting:

1. Clean and degrease drive line in area where magnets
will be mounted. Steel wool and no-residue solvent
works well (brake cleaner, electrical contact cleaner,
etc.).

2. Find two opposite points on the drive line by using a
paper strip to divide the circumference of the drive shaft
in half. Wrap the paper strip tightly around the drive line
and cut off excess where the strip overlaps itself. Align
the ends of the strip and fold in half. Lay strip around
the drive line and make marks on the shaft next to the
ends of the strip and next to the fold point using a felt
tip marker.

3. Place the magnets 180° apart using the marks made in
step 2. A strip of masking or electrical tape temporarily
around the drive line can act as a guide to help position
the magnets exactly opposite each other.

4. Apply the supplied thermosetting tape over the magnets
as shown in Figure 1.

(“B”) Bolt-on Mounting:
1. Install the lock plate / magnet assemblies on opposite
caps of the U-joint.

Sensor Mounting:

hen installing the DS1500 sensor to the mounting bracket,
use hand tools only. Do not use pneumatic or electric powe
tools. Be sure to install the reinforcement strap. Seat nylock]
nuts until contact is made with reinforcement strap. Alternately
tighten each nut 1/2 turn at a time until sensor body is securely
fastened to bracket. Do not over tighten bolts. Do no
mount near exhaust system.

NOTE:

The design of the DS1500 has changed. If replacing or
installing this sensor/magnet for the first time, please be
sure to follow the gap adjustment instructions in 4.

. Replace OEM bolt on carrier bearing with the supplied longer

grade 5 bolt.

. Mount brackets and sensor assembly as shown in figure 2, using

the washers to position the height of the sensor.

. The sensor must be mounted such that the magnet proceeds

from the black wire to the red wire when the driveline rotates in
reverse.

. Adjust the air gap between the sensor face and the magnets to

be around @ 0.323”. A 5/16” or 8mm drill bit may be used as a
gap adjustment tool. A “P” sized drill from a lettered drill bit set is
preferred.
