= wash with water, detergent and a soft cloth or sponge.
+ Do not use petroleumn based solvents or abrasives.

+ Do not drive for four hours after installation.

+ Do not use automatic car wash.
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1+ Clean the front and rear door frames
with a mild car wash soap and water
solution. Dry the door frames using a
clean soft cloth.

2. Wind the front window down and trial fit
the slimline weathershield onto the front
door frame. Using a ruler, align the rear
edge of the slimline weathershield 40mm
(11/2) forward from the rear edge of the
door frame. Align the fop edge of the
slimline weathershield 19mm ( 34 ) down
from the top edge of the door frame.
Note the tape attachment areas.

Wind the rear window down and trial fit
the slimline weathershield onto the rear
door frame. Using a ruler, align the front
edge of the slimline weathershield 40mm
(114 ) back from the front edge of the
door frame. Align the top front edge and
top center edge of the slimline
weathershield 19mm (34 ) down from
the top edge of the door frame.
