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n Using a Utility Knife carefully cut the alastic bed rail can at the two front LHS & RHS rectanqular inserts to make a
clearance hole for the front feet of the Sports Bar. Follow the groove in the plastic bedrail cap and clean all burrs.
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Loosely assemble the Front Tube to the LHS side legs with the spacer (18) and the screw (17).
Ensure the boss on the connector aligns with the hole in the side leg. Repeat for the opposite side.

B Attach the LHS Front Foot Plate (6) to the Front Foot Bracket (4) using the screws (20) and washers (19) to a torque of
10Nm. Attach LHS footcup (11) to the corresponding front tube foot and attach the LHS front foot assembly to the plate
in the front tube using screws (26). Ensure that theStop Light cable runs through the hole in the foot.

Repeat for the RHS.

ﬂ Attach a LHS footcup (13) to the rear LH tube (2) foot and attach the LHS rear foot plate (8) to the plate in the tube
using two screws (26). Torque to 10Nm.

E Connect the LOOML1 (27) to the SBAR loom as shown.

E Remove and discard the plastic front side plugs from the Tub. Repeat for the opposite side.

Using two people carefully lift the sports bar into position above the tub and insert the LED cable through the hole in the bed rail cap.
Slowly follow by lowering the sports bar front foot through the bed rail hole and lower the sports bar assembly onto the tub of the vehicle.
Loosely Secure the front foot to the tub using Screw(21), Washer(22) and Rectangular Washer (23). Repeat for the opposite side.
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E Assemble the rear foot clamp plates by screwing the Hex head bolts (24) into the clamp body (9) and attach the Screw Cap (16).
Position the assembly on the inside of the tub and attach the Clamp Plate assemblies to the Rear foot of the sportsbar using
screws 25. Repeat for the opposite side. Tighten the screws (25) to 8Nm using a Torque Wrench.

E Tighten up the front screw (21) to a torque of 19Nm. Repeat for the opposite side.

Tighten up the rear foot clamp plate bolts (24) to a torque of 10Nm. Repeat for the opposite side.
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Align the joiner and tighten up the bolts which connect the front tube to the rear legs to a torque of 5Nm and
insert a grommet (15) into the hole in the tube. Repeat for the opposite side.

Underneath the vehicle connect LOOM1(27) with LOOM2 (28).
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Route the loom 1 & 2 along the outboard side of the frame rail.
Secure the loom using tags. Route the loom 3 to the fuel filler area of the pickup.
Connect the loom 3 and loom 2.
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Remove the battery junction box lid.
Note: The wires from the battery need to be disconnected during those operations.
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Unhook the top of the fuse box by pushing the 2 tabs on each sides of the release handle.
