Remove original rubber, clean 1.D. of eye of any old rubber or rust. When installing polyurethane bushings, apply grease as instructed:
Apply light coat of grease to I.D. of the rod-eye. Apply light coat of grease to the I.D. and O.D. of bushings (all surfaces that contact metal)

Apply light coat of grease to the O.D. of sleeve. Apply light coat of grease to the faces of the bushings after they are installed
