1. You will need to mark the 4
camber bolts with a paint stick or
marker. This is to get your alignment
close to where you started.

2.Then press out your old bushings.
You can use threaded rod, washers,
nuts and sleeves to pull out the
bushings. Then you will install the
new bushings in the places shown in
the diagram.

3. Grease all the bushings thoroughly,
then install the sleeves.

4. Tighten all hardware back to
factory specs.
