ASSISTANCE

We recommend two people
perform the installation as items
are heavy and may need to be held
in place while installing.

ORGANIZATION

Disassemble the vehicle where you
can catalog and store everything.
We suggest labeling and bagging all
the OEM bolts when removing from
the vehicle. Failure to keep track of
parts could lead to an inability to
properly reinstall components.




DISASSEMBLY

1. Using a plastic panel pry tool, remove the
twelve (12) push pins from around the grill
cover. Remove the cover from the truck.
(Figure 1)
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2. Using a 10mm socket wrench, remove
the four (4) 10mm bolts from the top of the
grill. Remove the grill by carefully pulling
the bottom of the grill. (Figure 2)

3. With the grill removed, use a 1/2” socket
wrench to remove the two (2) bolts from the
top of the bumper on both the driver and
passenger side. (Figure 3)

4. Using a 15mm socket wrench, remove the
three (3) bolts holding the bumper support
bracket on and remove it from the truck.
Disconnect the wiring harness and remove the
bumper from the truck. (Figure 4)

5. If truck is equipped, remove the factory tow
hooks with a 18mm socket wrench. Remove
the frame rail cover using a 15mm socket
wrench to remove the four (4) bolts, set bolts
aside for later use. (Figure 5)

6. Carefully remove the wiring hardness from
the OEM bumper by unplugging it from the
fog lights and sensors. Carefully remove the
sensors by bending the plastic housing clips by
and pulling the sensor out. Remove the sensor
housings by depressing the two (2) clip stops
and pushing the housing through the bumper.
(Figure 6)
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7. Install the sensors housings into the Fab
Fours bumper by pushing them into their
respective holes. Install the sensors by holding
the housing in place and pushing the sensor
until it clips in the housing. (Figure 7)

NOTE: Sensors are extremely delicate and
must be handled with care! Do not push
on face of sensors to remove!

8. Using a 1/2” socket wrench, install the two
light boxes (21896 and 21897) by inserting the
two tabs into the slots and bolting the lower
flanges with the provided 5/16” bolts, stainless
steel flat and lock washers (50182-HW). (Figure
8)

9. If applicable: Install your 30” light bar at this
time. Using a 7/16” socket wrench, install the
provided L-brackets (21871) with the provided
1/4” bolts, 1/4” flat and lock washers, and 1/4”
nuts (50182-HW). (Figure 9)
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10. Using a 3/4” socket wrench, install the two
mounting brackets (21904 and 21905) by placing
them in the frame and loosely installing three
(3) 1/2” bolts, flat and lock washers (50182-
HW). (Figure 10)

11. With assistance, hold the bumper up to the
mounting place and use a 15mm socket wrench
to install the four (4) OEM mounting bolts to
mount the bumper.

12. Using a 3/4” socket wrench, install the 1/2”
bolt, flat and lock washer into the bottom of
the mounting plate (50182-HW). Tighten all
mounting hardware. (Figure 11)
