15" 9/16”, 14MM, 17MM SOCKET, »” WRENCH, HACKSAW, JACK STAND, WD-40

GIBSON PERFORMANCE EXHAUST

Lay out the exhaust on
the floor so it looks like
the drawing and
compare parts with

manual. To remove the

stock exhaust

remove, it from the 2-

bolt flange, just in
front of the muffler.
Then cut your tailpipe
off behind your factory
muffler.

Install head pipe # A
on to your existing
stock 2 bolt flange. Use
hardware kit #G, to
secure. DO NOT
TIGHTEN.

Insert welded hanger
into rubber grommet.

Install muffler #B onto
head pipe #A 1-1/2" to
2" with the louvers
facing towards the
converter. Use a jack
stand to support the
muffler. Use clamp #F
to secure the head
pipe. Outlet of muffler
will be at the 6 o’clock
position.

DO NOT TIGHTEN.
Muffler inlet is looking
into the louvers.

Install the over axle
tailpipe #C into the
muffler 1-1/2" to 2”.
Secure to the muffler
using clamp #F. DO
NOT TIGHTEN. Insert
welded hanger into
rubber grommet.

Install the exit pipe
#D on the tailpipe.
Secure together with
clamp #F. DO NOT
TIGHTEN. Roll the
exit pipe until it is at
the correct angle for
your truck. Insert
welded hanger into
rubber grommet.

Install stainless steel
tip. Clamp down.
When you have
everything in place,
firmly tighten all
bolts and clamps
down securely. To
clean stainless steel
cleaner and Scotch
Brite pad.
