ESTIMATED TIME FOR INSTALLATION: || 1Hour
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Step-1 Using a slotted screwdriver remove the center pin from the (13) plastic push rivet fasteners,
then use al0mm socket and ratchet to remove the (2) bolts securing the bumper valance to the bottom
of the OEM bumper. Remove the bumper valance from the vehicle, (FIGURE1).

Bumper Valance
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Step-2 Locate the nuts and studs that secure the bumper bracket to the driver side frame rail. Using a
18mm socket, remove the (2) nuts toward the outside of the vehicle, (FIGURE 2).

Step-3 Position the (2) holes in the driver side mounting bracket over the studs and secure the bracket
to the frame using the OEM nuts, (FIGURE 2). Leave the nuts loose for final adjustment. Repeat step 2
& 3 to install the passenger side mounting bracket.

Note: If the vehicle is equipped with factory tow hooks, install (1) round spacer (item #4) over the
upper stud before securing the mounting bracket to the frame.

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Step-4 With assistance lift the RC3 or RC4 front guard up to the vehicle and position the RC3 front
guard brackets on the outside of the mounting brackets.

Step-5 Align the holes in the mounting brackets with the weld nuts in the RC3 or RC4 front guard
brackets, then secure each mounting bracket to the RC3 or RC4 front guard bracket using (2) 3/8”

x 1” hex bolts, (2) 3/8” lock washers and (2) 3/8” flat washers, (FIGURE 4). Leave the bolts loose
for final adjustment

Step-6 With assistance align and hold the RC3 or RC4 front guard in the desired position on the
vehicle, then tighten all OEM and supplied nuts and bolts.

Optional: Measure, Cut and remove the area from the bumper valance to fit the contour of the RC3 or
RC4 front guard then reinstall the bumper valance using the factory bolts.
