use wax use a non-abrasive automotive wax such as pure carnauba wax.

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Step-2 Attach one of the passenger side front brackets to the pinch mold using (2) 1/4” x 1” hex head 
bolts, (4) 1/4” flat washers, (2) 1/4” lock washers and (2) 1/4” hex nuts, and to the underside of the 
body using (1) M8 x 25mm hex bolt, (1) 5/16” lock washer and (1) 5/16” flat washer, (Fig 3 & 4).

Step-1 Begin the installation on the passenger side. Starting at the front of the vehicle, locate the (2) 
holes in the body pinch mold and (1) M8 threaded hole in the underside of the body, (Fig 2).

Step-4 Attach the passenger side center bracket to the pinch mold using (2) 1/4” x 1” hex head bolts, 
(4) 1/4” flat washers, (2) 1/4” lock washers and (2) 1/4” hex nuts, and to the underside of the body
using (1) M8 x 25mm hex bolt, (1) 5/16” lock washer and (1) 5/16” flat washer, (Fig 6 & 7).

Step-3 Locate the (2) holes in the body pinch mold and (1) M8 threaded hole in the underside of the 
body at the front center of the vehicle, (Fig 5).

Step-6 Attach one of  the passenger side rear brackets to the pinch mold using (2) 1/4” x 1” hex head 
bolts, (4) 1/4” flat washers, (2) 1/4” lock washers and (2) 1/4” hex nuts, and to the underside of the 
body using (1) M8 x 25mm hex bolt, (1) 5/16” lock washer and (1) 5/16” flat washer, (Fig 9 & 10).

Step-5 Locate the (2) holes in the body pinch mold and (1) M8 threaded hole in the underside of the 
body at the rear of the vehicle, (Fig 8).

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Step-7 Tighten all nuts and bolts securing the front center and rear brackets to the pinch mold and 
underside of the body.

Step-8 Insert three of the Nut-Plates through the rectangular opening in the back of the Dominator D6 
Side Step, (Fig 11). Measure and position each Nut-Plate so it aligns with one of the three mounting 
brackets previously attached to the vehicle.

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Step-9 Position a spacer plate between the mounting surface of the front and rear brackets and the 
Dominator Side Step then attach the Dominator Side Step to each bracket using (2) 3/8” x 1 1/2” 
socket head cap screws, (2) 3/8” lock washers, (2) 3/8” flat washers, and (1) 3/8” Nut-Plate, (Fig 12 & 
13). Attach the Dominator Side Step to the center bracket using (2) 3/8” x 1 1/4” socket head cap 
screws, (2) 3/8” lock washers, (2) 3/8” flat washers, and (1) 3/8” Nut-Plate.

Step-10 Tighten all bolts securing the Dominator Side Step to the front, center and rear brackets. 
Repeat the above steps to install the  brackets and Dominator Side Step on the driver side.
