1. Using a properly rated jack, raise the rear of the vehicle and support the frame rails with jack stands. Ensure the jack stands are
secure and set properly before lowering the jack. NEVER WORK UNDER AN UNSUPPORTED VEHICLE. Remove the rear wheels.

2. Remove the OEM rear shocks using a 21mm. [FIGURE 1]

3. Install the upper bolt first with the wide spacer to the outside spacing the shock away from the frame for added clearance using a
21mm [Torque to factory spec] [FIGURE 2]

4. Install the lower bolt using a 21mm. Use the o¥set spacers to space the shock away from the frame. It helps to have the suspension
fully extended for this step. [Torque to factory spec] [FIGURE 3]

5. Install the wheels and lower vehicle to the ground. [Torque to factory spec]

RETORQUE ALL NUTS, BOLTS AND LUGS AFTER 100 MILES AND PERIODICALLY THEREAFTER.

VERIFY ALL FASTENERS ARE PROPERLY TORQUED BEFORE DRIVING VEHICLE.
