INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS
Part Number: VF3001

1. Locate cabin air filter access panel under the hood on passenger side of the firewall.  Fig. 1
2. Unfasten access panel to reveal cabin air filter.
3. Remove cabin air filter.  NOTE: Remove any dirt and debris that might be present in cabin filter tray and housing.
4. Install K&N® cabin air filter into housing.  Slide filter into frame aprox 1/3 the way in.  Fig 4

NOTE: K&N® cabin air filter has cut outs that will allow the filter to bend into the correct shape for proper
fitment.  Fig 2 & 3

5. Bend filter to wrap underneath into smaller portion of frame.  Fig. 5, 6 & 7
6. Reinstall cabin filter access panel. With the cabin filter installed, clean an area on the housing and apply the K&N® Stop

Decal.  The decal will help notify others that this is a reusable cabin filter.
