Step 1.  Begin removal of the OEM system by cutting 

both side of the systems exhaust pipes.  For the drivers 

side cut 11" rearward of the welded hanger behind the 

flange junction as shown in the attached picture.

Step 3. Begin installation of your new system by

slipping each Inlet Pipe Assembly over the cut

OEM outlet pipes. Loosely secure using the

supplied 2.25" clamps. Locate the welded hangers to the

rubber insulators. Remember to re-attach the ground 

strap to the hanger.  At this point you have two options 

for tips. Magnaflow supplies a Quad tip setup or an 

extension pipe assembly to allow the original OEM tips.  

Select the desired option before continuing the 

installation.

   

Step 2.  For the passengers side cut 11" rearward of the

welded hanger behind the muffler as shown in the 

attached picture. Next un-clip the ground strap from the 

passenger side muffler hanger. With the exhaust 

supported extract the hangers from the rubber insulators 

and remove the OEM muffler assemblies. De-burr and 

smooth the cut pipes to prepare them for the new 

exhaust. Do not discard or damage the rubber insulators 

as they will be used to install the new exhaust system. 

Step 4. To retain the OEM tips on your vehicle select 

the two OEM Tip Assemblies.  Loosely attach each pipe 

inlet to the Over Axle Pipes outlets using the supplied 

2.50" clamps.  Engage the welded hangers for each to 

the rubber insulators.



            

      

Step 7. Once a final position has been chosen for the 

new exhaust system, evenly tighten all clamps from front 

to rear using the torque specifications on page one of the 

instructions. Inspect all fasteners after 25-50 miles of 

operation and re-tighten if necessary. 

Step 6. Once the tips are removed install the Quad 

Tip Tailpipe Assemblies using the 2.50" supplied 

clamps.  Locate both welded hangers to the rubber 

insulators.

   

Step 5.  To install the Quad Tip option supplied you will 

first need to remove the OEM tips from the vehicles 

valence.  Remove the four bolts attaching each tip with a 

10mm socket.
