Step 2. Working front to rear disengage all welded

hangers from the rubber insulators and remove the 

muffler assembly. (Retain the insulators as they will be 

needed to mount the new MAGNAFLOW system.)

Step 1. It is necessary to cut the factory exhaust system

to install the new Magnaflow unit. To do this measure 

rearward from the welded hanger forward of the rear 

muffler.  Measure and cut 16" for the drivers side and 17" 

for the passengers side as shown. Deburr the cut pipes to 

facilitate installation of the new system. 

Step 3. Begin installation of the new system by sliding

the D/S Muffler Assembly inlet onto the cut outlet of the 

OEM exhaust and loosely fasten with the supplied 2.75" 

clamp. Fit the hangers into the rubber insulators. 



Step 5. Once a final position has been chosen for the

new exhaust system, evenly tighten all clamps from front 

to rear using the torque specifications on page one of the 

instructions. Inspect all fasteners after 25-50 miles of 

operation and re-tighten if necessary. 

Step 4. Install the P/S Muffler Assembly in the same

manner. Leave all clamps loose for final adjustment of the

system.
