Step 1. To begin, determine if your vehicle has OE exhaust
valves, if so, you will need to unplug the electrical connection
on the Exhaust Valve Control Motors (Qty 2) located on the
OEM exhaust assembly.

Step 2. Start removing the OEM exhaust system by
loosening the clamps located in front of the resonator.
Next working front to rear extract the hangers from the
rubber insulators and remove the OEM system. Retain
insulators and clamps as they will be used to install the
new system. Once the old system is on the ground if your
vehicle has valves transfer the servo motors from the
factory valves to the Magnaflow system using the OEM
fasteners. If your vehicle does not have OEM valves
remove the pre-installed Magnaflow valves and replace
them with the supplied Delete Pipes.

Step 3. Begin installation of the new system by loosely
attaching the Resonator Assembly to the outlets using the
OEM clamps. Leave all clamps loose until final adjustment.

Step 4. Next attach the Mid Pipe Assemblies to the
Resonator Assembly using the supplied 3.00" clamps and
fitting the hangers into the rubber insulators.

Step 5. Finish the initial installation by fitting the Muffler
Assemblies onto the Mid pipe Assemblies using the supplied
3.00" clamps and inserting the hangers into the rubber
insulators. Step 7. Once a final position has been chosen for the
new exhaust system, evenly tighten all clamps from front
to rear using the torque specifications on page one of the
instructions. Inspect all fasteners after 25-50 miles of
operation and re-tighten if necessary.

Step 6. If your vehicle has valves, re-connect the
wiring harness plugs to the Valve motors and wire
mounting bracket. If not yet purchased, Valve Kit is
part# 10805
