1. Locate a suitable place for installation.  Keep in mind that the
heater element should be installed at the lowest point possible
in the sump tank or sump of the oil pan. (Submerged in oil)

3. Once you have a suitable location, drill a 11/4”” diameter hole
which will allow the element to enter the oil cavity.

5. Install the element using the appropriate sealer around the
threads.  By plugging into the household current or generator,

engine oil by 60° in 30 minutes.  Heat up time will be reduced
accordingly if quantity of oil is less.

Tie-wraps can be used to secure the cord at various locations.
