3. Install the flexible hose to the adapter fitting and open the valve. gggg;g 1 1;481,, m;$ E:g:gg
Note: The 205965 is a 90° adapter fitting that can be installed 509375 1 M16 x 1.5 O-ring Fittin
betwgen the adapter fitting and the flexible hose where space 509376 1 M12 x 1 '75 O-rigg Fittigg
requires.

4. Put a minimum of 2 quarts of approved, clean engine oil in the 510973 1 M12 Sealing Washer
6492 prelube reservoir. 511798 1 Instruction Sheet

5. Pump the handle on the 6492 in order to flow a minimum of 2 J-36316-A 1 Universal Storage Pouch
quarts of approved, clean engine oil. Observe the flow of engine J-45299 1 Engine Preluber Kit

oil through the flexible hose and into the engine assembly.

6. Close the valve, and remove the flexible hose and the adapter
from the engine.

7. Reinstall the original engine oil pressure sensor to the engine
and tighten to the proper torque value.

8. Top off the engine oil to the proper level prior to starting the
engine.
