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♦ This installation requires a professional mechanic!
♦ We recommend that you have access to a factory service manual for your vehicle to assist in the

disassembly and reassembly of your vehicle. It contains a wealth of detailed information.
♦ Prior to installation, carefully inspect the vehicle’s steering and driveline systems paying close at-

tention to the tie rod ends, ball joints, wheel bearing preload, pitman and idler arm. Additionally,
check steering-to-frame and suspension-to-frame attaching points for stress cracks. The overall
vehicle must be in excellent working condition. Repair or replace all worn or damaged parts!

♦ Read the instructions carefully and study the illustrations before attempting installation! You may
save yourself a lot of extra work.

♦ Check the parts and hardware against the parts list to assure that your kit is complete. Separating
parts according to the areas where they will be used and placing the hardware with the brackets
before you begin will save installation time.

♦ Check the special equipment list and ensure the availability of these tools.
♦ Secure and properly block vehicle prior to beginning installation.
♦ ALWAYS wear safety glasses when using power tools or working under the vehicle!
♦ Use caution when cutting is required under the vehicle. The factory undercoating is flammable.

Take appropriate precautions. Have a fire extinguisher close at hand.
♦ Foot pound torque readings are listed on the Torque Specifications chart at the end of the instruc-

tions.  These are to be used unless specifically directed otherwise. Apply thread lock retaining com-
pound where specified.

♦ Please note that while every effort is made to ensure that the installation of your Pro
Comp lift kit is a positive experience, variations in construction and assembly in the
vehicle manufacturing process will virtually ensure that some parts may seem diffi-
cult to install. Additionally, the current trend in manufacturing of vehicles results in
a frame that is highly flexible and may shift slightly on disassembly prior to installa-
tion. The use of pry bars and tapered punches for alignment is considered normal
and usually does not indicate a faulty product. However, if you are uncertain about
some aspect of the installation process, please feel free to call our tech support de-
partment at the number listed on the cover page. We do not recommend that you
modify the Pro Comp parts in any way as this will void any warranty expressed or
implied by the Pro Comp Suspension company.

Introduction: 

Please Note: 
• Front end and head light realignment is necessary!
• Speedometer and ABS recalibration will be necessary if larger tires (10% more than stock

diameter) are installed.
• Tire and wheel selection is crucial in assuring proper fit performance and the safety of your

Pro Comp equipped vehicle.  For this application a wheel not to exceed 8” in width with a
maximum backspacing of 3.5” must be used.  Diameter of wheel may be any of the follow-
ing 2 choices, 15” or 16”.  Any other diameter, either smaller or larger, will not be endorsed
as acceptable by Explorer Pro Comp and will void any and all warranties, written or implied.
In addition, a quality tire of radial design, not to exceed 35” tall x 12.5” wide is recom-
mended.  (NOTE:  Minor trimming maybe required when using 35” tall tires).  Excep-
tion:  2000 model vehicles will not accept 15” wheels due to brake caliper clearance.
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BEFORE YOU BEGIN: 

⇒ Read the instructions and study
the illustration before attempting in-
stallation.  Separate parts according to 
the areas where they will be used.  
Placing the hardware with the brack-
ets before you begin will save installa-
tion time. 

⇒ Check the parts and hardware
against the parts list to assure that 
your kit is complete. 

⇒ Secure and properly block the vehi-
cle prior to beginning installation. 

⇒ Always wear safety glasses when
using power tools. 

INSTRUCTIONS: 

1) Block the rear wheels of the vehicle in
front and behind the tires.  Raise the front of 
the vehicle with a floor jack and support the 

frame with jack stands.  Remove the front 
tires. 

2) Unbolt both brake line brackets from
the frame to allow for free movement of the 
suspension components.  Next place an in-
dex mark on the bottom of the coil spring 
and lower spring pocket.  The coil spring and 
lower spring mount can then be installed in 
the correct position.  See ILLUSTRATION 1. 

3) Locate the top shock mount in the en-
gine compartment.  Remove the nut, retainer 
and grommet from the shock. 

4) Remove the three nuts from the upper
shock bracket, as shown in ILLUSTRA-
TION 2.  Remove the bracket and set 
aside. 

5) Unbolt the shock absorber from the lower
mount bracket on the axle.  Remove the
shock through the engine compartment.
Remove sway bar links and rotate sway
bar down and away.

6) Carefully lower the floor jack until coil
springs are free from the upper spring

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pocket.  Remove the coil springs. 

7) Remove and set aside the upper rub-
ber isolation pad and the stud ring from 
the spring pocket.  (NOTE:  You will not 
be reusing the stud ring in the installa-
tion). 

8) Locate the front rubber bumpstops,
mounted on the frame near the coils.  Re-
move the bumpstop from it’s pocket using a 
pair of channel lock pliers.  A back and forth 
action will assist in working it out. 

9) Place the new bumpstop, 15-10992,
in existing bumpstop pocket, as shown in IL-
LUSTRATION 3.  By using leverage against 
the bottom of the bumpstop, force the bump-
stop into place (detergent soap may help if 
the fit is tight). 

10) Place the spring spacer, 90-4008, into
the upper spring pocket on the frame, see           
ILLUSTRATION 4.  Align the holes with each 
other.  Then loosely bolt together using 
7/16” x 1-1/4” hex bolt and lock washers.  
Do not torque down at this time. 

11) Insert the rubber isolator pad inside
the recess of the spring spacer, see ILLUS-
TRATION 4. 

12) Disconnect track bar at frame mount
and inspect for excessive wear.  The track 
bar when attached will not allow the front 
axle to drop down enough to install spring.  
Lower axle and install coils.  Be sure the coil 
is properly indexed. 

13) Raise the front axle with the floor jack
so that it compresses the front coil springs 
and reattach track bar.  Remove the 7/16” 
hex bolts from the spring spacer. 

14) Insert the shock absorber through the
coil spring from the engine compartment.  
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Install the lower shock bolt and torque to 75 
ft./lbs. 

15) Place the upper shock mount bracket
on top of the spring pocket.  With the three 
holes aligned, reinstall the three 7/16” x 1-
1/4” hex bolts and lock washers through the 
bracket, spring pocket and into the threaded 
holes in the spring spacer.  Torque to 35 ft./
lbs. 
16) Install the upper shock mount using the
grommet and retainer, fastening the shock 
stud and to the shock bracket with the upper 
shock nut. 

17) Repeat steps 3 through 16 on the other
side of the vehicle. 

18) Reinstall wheels and lower vehicle.

19) Reattach sway bar links with the vehicle
on the ground. 
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NOTE: 
⇒ To perform the installation prop-

erly you must use two large c-clamps 
or a large vise to contain the elastic 
potential energy stored in a leaf spring 
when the center bolt is removed. 

⇒ If your vehicle is equipped with a
thick load leaf at the bottom of the 
spring pack, place the add-a-leaf be-
tween it and the spring pack.  Do not 
install your add-a-leaf below the 
helper spring. 

1) Raise the rear of the vehicle, support
the frame with jack stands and remove the 
rear wheels. 

2) Using the floor jack, raise the rear
axle enough to relieve tension on the rear 
springs. 

3) Remove the shock absorbers.

4) Making sure the axle is well sup-
ported, remove the axle u-bolts and hard-
ware. 

5) Use the c-clamps to hold the spring
assembly securely together. 

6) Using vise-grips to hold the head of
the center bolt, loosen and remove it.  If the 
bolt has rusted, a hammer and drift punch 
may be used to drive it out.  Carefully re-
move c-clamps. 

7) Apply small amount of grease on the
end of the add-a-leaf, #13120-1, and hold it 
centered under the spring pack (concave 
side up). 

8) Install the 3/8” x 4 1/2” center bolt,
Load Leaf (if equipped), add-a-leaf and 

spring pack.  Finger tighten the 3/8” nut. 

NOTE:  DO NOT USE THE CENTER 
BOLT TO DRAW THE LEAVES TO-
GETHER.  FAILURE OF ANY COMPO-
NENT CAN CAUSE A EXPLOSIVE DISAS-
SEMBLY AND POSSIBLE INJURY. 

9) Make sure that the Load Leaf (if
equipped), add-a-leaf and spring pack are 
centered and aligned.  Place one c-clamp on 
either side of the Center Bolt incrementally.  
Tighten each c-clamp. 

10) Tighten the 3/8” nut all the way down
to the center bolt and then torque the hi-nut 
to 30-35 ft./lbs. 

11) Remove c-clamp.

12) Position spring on factory block so
that the center bolt head is inserted into the 
locating hole.  Install alum. block 95-102 be-
tween factory block and axle tube. 

13) Install the u-bolts (2) per side, over
the spring pack, blocks and axle tube.  Rein-
stall the anchor plate and fasten the assem-
bly together with the 9/16” hardware pro-
vided.  Cross torque to 100 ft./lbs. 

14) Install shock absorbers and reinstall
wheels. 

15) Lower the vehicle.

NOTE: 
⇒ Have your vehicle aligned to fac-

tory specifications. 

⇒ Check the torque on all fasteners
after the first 100 miles.  Periodically 
inspect the components for tightness.  
Also check for any damage, especially 
after off road use. 

REAR INSTALLATION: 
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Notice to Owner operator, Dealer and Installer:  
Vehicles that have been enhanced for off-road performance often have unique handling characteristics due to the 

higher center of gravity and larger tires. This vehicle may handle, react and stop differently than many passenger cars or 
unmodified vehicles, both on and off–road.
