The majority of questions you may have can be answered within the text, and proper installation
will ensure safe and secure travel. Now, begin the installation.

METAL BUMPER
1. Remove the four screws underneath the bumper just inside of each turn signal. Note: two screws on each side.

Each of these holes must be drilled out to 7/16” diameter.
2. The trim underneath the bumper will have to be cut 7” on each edge along the holes to clear the braces.
3. Hold the braces to the inside of the tie down loop using a ½” x 2” bolt, ½” plate washer, lock washer and nut.

Tighten until snug only.
4. The end of the braces that have two holes should line up with the holes in the bottom of the bumper. If necessary,

adjust the braces until they line up with the holes.
5. Now, slip the special bolted ¼” x 1” x 6 1/8” backing plates through the large access holes in the rear of the bumper

core and down through the drilled out holes and braces. Finish off with 7/16” nuts and lock washers.
6. Now, tighten all bolts according to the torque chart shown below.

PLASTIC BUMPER
1. If the bumper is plastic, take the upper braces and bolt through the hole in each bumper bracket using a ½” x 1½”

bolt and ¼” x 1¼” x 2” backing plate provided.
2. Hold the braces to the inside of the tie down loop using a ½” x 2” bolt, ½” plate washer, lock washer and nut.

Tighten until snug only.
3. Now, slip the special bolted ¼” x 1” x 6 1/8” bolted backing plate through both upper and main braces and bolt them

together using the provided 7/16” bolts in the backing plates.
4. Now, tighten all bolts according to the torque chart shown below.
