a. Set the input drum into a suitable
press.

c. Line up the splines in the housing with

splines on the shaft. Note the single
double-wide spline and groove. Using
a suitable press, install the shaft until
seated. Do NOT hammer or pound
the shaft into place.

d. Verify input shaft is installed all the

way by looking through the housing
at the location shown in the figure
(Figure 3) shaft installation check. The
oil passage within the shaft should be
visible through the housing.

passages to remove excess Loctite®.
