Step 2: Installation
A) Edge Trim Installation:
1. Peel three inches of red backing away from edge trim adhesive and affix to outer edge of flare at one end.
2. Press edge trim into place along edge of flare in one-foot increments, pulling red backing free as you continue to work your
way around the flare. (Figure 1)
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B) Boltinstallation: (Applies only to “Ruff Riderz”style flares)
1. Place a 5/16 button head screw with a washer into each of the holes and attach to the flare
using a nut placed on the inside. (Figure 2)
2.  Warning: Do not over tighten or use Loctite on the bolts as this will cause permanent
damage to the flares. Bolts are decorative only and fasten only to the flares. Do not
attempt to use the bolts to fasten the flares to the vehicle.

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0O Front Flare Installation:
1. Remove factory flares and mud flaps if installed.
2. Remove the four factory screws with 7mm socket indicated in Figure 3. Save for reinstallation.
3. Hold the flare up to vehicle to ensure proper fitment before continuing installation.
4. Install flare with the four factory screws while applying moderate pressure to the outside surface of the flare. Figure 4

D) Rear Flare Installation:

1. Remove factory flares and mud flaps if installed.

2. Hold flare up to vehicle to ensure proper fitment before continuing installation.

3. While holding the flare into place mark the six hole positions in the flare onto the fender well lip with a grease pencil.

4. Remove the white backing from the black tabs and install half over the grease pencil mark as shown in Figure 5 and fold the
remaining part of the black tab over the fender lip as shown in Figure 6.

5. Insert CL1-0018 into the slot of the CL1-0019 and then press down as shown in Figure 7, Figure 8 and Figure 9 until the clip

snaps into place. The two raised bumps on CL1-0018 will be on the inside of the assembled bracket making contact with CL1-
0019.
