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Installation Instructions 
1) Park vehicle of level hard surface.  Engage emergency brake.  Place blocks in front and behind

rear wheels to prevent rolling.  Observe all safety precautions and wear safety glasses.

2) Raise front of vehicle allowing the axle to hang freely.  Support the frame using safety jack

stands.

3) Remove existing factory jounce bumper assembly by grasping it firmly and with a twisting and

pulling motion, work it until the jounce bumper pops out of the retaining cup.  It can also be

pried out of the retaining cup utilizing a large flat blade screwdriver.

4) Position the SumoSpring assembly SSF303-54 into the retaining cup. Place a piece of 2”x4”

timber between the underside of SumoSpring and the jounce pad on the axle. Raise the axle by

jacking on the underside of the axle until the SumoSpring is fully seated in the retainer cup.

5) Repeat steps three through four on the other side of the vehicle.

6) Jack up vehicle, remove safety jack stands.

7) Carefully lower vehicle to the hard surface.  Remove the blocks in front and back of the rear

wheels.

8) Release emergency brake.

9) Fill out warranty card and send to SuperSprings. The warranty card is on the reverse side of this

page.
