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Measure the factory wheel studs. The length cannot exceed 1.25”. If
the stud is longer than 1.25”, use a grinder and remove material from
the tip of the stud until it is just under 1.25”. Do not grind into the
threads.

Park the vehicle on a level surface and set the parking
brake. Raise and support the vehicle. See the factory
service manual for safe support locations. Remove the

wheels and tires.
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If present, remove and discard the rotor retainer washers
from the wheel studs.

Slide the adapter onto the wheel studs and use a straight
edge to verify that the studs do not protrude.
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Reinstall the wheels and tires. Lower the vehicle to the ground.
Torque lug nuts to 95-115 ft-Ibs.
