Operating Instructions

Bushing Removal

1  Disconnect and lower the rear end of the drive shaft.
(only if equipped with an anti-walk style bushing. If
suspension has a bushing w/o the anti-walk flange, the
removal/install can be done from the outboard side only)

2 Remove bolt from one end of shock. See Figure A.
3 Jack up truck by frame.

4  Remove bolts from hanger/bushing. (Spring should fall
out of hanger). See Figure A.

5  Attach socket (15001-127) on the outboard side of the
bushing using one of the threaded pins (15001-125),
tighten by hand with provided socket driver ensuing the
pin is bottomed in the counterbore. (15001-127 socket can
be installed either direction, ensure it is as close to the
bushing as possible). See figure B.

6  Screw spacer sleeve (15001- 55) on to hydraulic cylinder.
(Two flats on threaded end). See Figure B.

7  Insert pull bar (15001-3) in remaining socket (15001-126).
Attach pull bar and socket to the bushing inside the frame
with remaining threaded pin (15001-125), attach (15001-56)
face plate, (15001-57) spacer sleeve, slide on cylinder with
threaded sleeve and hand tighten the trigon nut (15001-7).
See Figure B.

8  Apply hydraulic pressure-this will pull bushing
approximately 2”. Relieve hydraulic pressure, re-tighten
trigon nut and apply pressure again. This will remove the
bushing. See Figure B.

Bushing Installation

1 Attach socket (15001-127) to flange side of bushing as
close as possible.

5  Apply hydraulic pressure, (this will pull bushing in
approximately 2"). Release pressure, snug up trigon
nut and apply pressure again until the bushing is
fully installed.
