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INSTALLATION PROCEDURE:

1. Starting on the passenger side-front of the vehicle, locate the 2nd set of factory holes in the body panel and pinch weld
directly under the center of the front door, (Figures 1 & 2). Each mounting location on the inner body panel is comprised
of a rectangular hole with a round hole on each side with (2) two holes in pinch directly below, (Figures 1 & 3).

2. Select (2) 8mm Clip Nuts. Insert Clip Nuts one at a time into the rectangular opening and slide the threaded hole outward
towards the round hole. Line up the threaded hole in the Clip with the round hole next to the rectangular opening. NOTE:

3. Partially attach (1) Mounting Bracket to the Clip Nuts with the included (2) 8mm x 30mm Hex Bolts, (2) 8mm Lock

4. Bolt the (2) bottom holes in the Mounting Bracket to the (2) holes in the pinch weld with the included (2) 8mm x 30mm Hex
Bolts, (4) 8mm Flat Washers, (2) 8mm Lock Washers and (2) 8mm Hex Nuts, (Figure 5). Do not tighten hardware at this

time.

5. Move along the vehicle to the next, (center), mounting location, (Figure 6). Repeat Steps 2—5 to install (1) Mounting
Bracket in the center location. NOTE: There are (5) mounting locations along the inner body panel. Side Step installation
will use the 2nd, 3rd and 5th mounting locations, (Figure 1). If you are not sure which sets of mounting holes to use, hold
the passenger/right Side Step up in the approximate location and line up the threaded inserts on the bottom of the Side

Step with the holes in the pinch weld.

If it is, remove the plastic
grommet & rust from the thread holes & re-try the installation.
2. Mounting Bracket are not getting Installed properly.
In some cases lllustration images shown in Installation manual may not be the exactly same as per actual vehicle images ,also if Driver /
Passenger side mounting brackets are very identical in the design, suggest referring Parts Identification guide to avoid fitment issue.
3.  Products are thumping / rattling after installation.
Ensure that all required mounting brackets / hardware’s are installed & tighten correctly. Suggest using white lithium / regular grease
between the metal to metal contact surfaces.
4. Side Bar is not aligning with vehicle / Step Pads are not aligning with vehicle doors.
Side bar may be interchanged or mounting brackets are not installed at the correct position in the vehicle. Refer Parts identification guide.
5. Missing / Excess Hardware.
Recheck hardware count as per the part list.
6. Product not installing properly.

Ensure make model year, cab length and bed size of your vehicle is listed in the application. All installation steps are followed correctly.
