NOTE: DC voltage models are polarity sensitive. If
the positive and negative wires are reversed the unit
will not function. The fuse is installed between the
power source and the strobe light beacon IN THE
POSITIVE (+) LINE (red wire) and must be fused at
the battery.

6800, 6801: 5 AMP FUSE IS RECOMMENDED
6810, 6811: 7.5 AMP FUSE IS RECOMMENDED

1. Connect RED wire on strobe light beacon to
positive DC voltage (+).

2. A customer supplied single pole single throw
(SPST) switch may be used to control the
ON-OFF function of the strobe light beacon.

3. Connect the BLACK wire on strobe light beacon

to negative (-) ground.

JUMPER OPTIONS

To achieve any one of the 4 flash patterns
listed in the above chart, you must either
cut-out or leave-in one, two, both or neither
of the two jumpers. If you do not touch the
jumpers the unit will default to "CometFlash™.

~ HI/LOW PATTERN
If you wish to control High or Low Power
externally cut the Violet wire off at this point
and exit with black and red wires. If you
ground this wire you will go to high power.
You will probably want to install a switch
S0 you can switch to high or low.

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MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS:

This strobe light beacon features a combination
base which may be used for either 1 INCH (NPT)
PIPE MOUNT, or PERMANENT MOUNT.

1 INCH (NPT) PIPE MOUNT:

1. Feed power cable through the 1 inch pipe and
connect the cable to the wires of the strobe beacon.

2. Screw the strobe beacon to the threads on the 1”
pipe, taking precaution not to damage the con-
nected power wires. NOTE: Do not tighten base too
hard on threads of pipe as not to damage threads
on base.

PERMANENT MOUNT

1. Use the base (item 8) as a template and mark
the three mounting holes on the mounting surface.
After removing the base, mark in the center
between the three mounting holes the location of
the wire access hole.

2. Drill mounting holes in the mounting surface to fit
mounting screws (item 9) supplied with the strobe
light beacon, drill wire access hole using a 3/8” drill
(.375 inch). Remove burrs from wire access hole as
not to damage wires. It is also recommended that
you install a rubber grommet in each wire hole to
further protect the wires.

3. Gasket (item 11) will be used between the strobe
beacon base and the mounting surface.

4. After connecting the strobe light beacon to the
power cable, feed the wires through the cable
access hole and place the base with the gasket on
the mounting surface, lining up the mounting holes
in the base with the lines in the mounting surface.
Secure strobe light beacon firmly to the mounting
surface with the screws (item 9).

MAGNETIC MOUNT

With the magnetic mount kit you will be able to
mount your strobe so that you can remove it if nec-
essary and avoid drilling.
