STEP|

Start the installation under the driver/left side of the vehicle.
Locate the front factory running board mounting location along
the inner side of the body, (Fig 1). Use a wire brush or thread
chaser die to remove excess paint and/or undercoating from all
studs.

STEP2

Slide (1) Plastic Washer over each of the (3) factory mounting
studs in the body panel, (Figs 2-4).

IMPORTANT: The Plastic Washers are designed to prevent corro-
sion between the aluminum body panel and the steel mounting
brackets. Do not install the Brackets without the Plastic Washers.

Do not tighten
hardware at this time.

STEP4

Repeat Step 3 to install the center and rear Mounting Brackets.
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Select the driver/left Sidebar. With assistance, carefully place the
Sidebar onto the (3) Brackets. Do not slide or twist the Sidebar on
the Brackets or it may become damaged.

Attach the Sidebar to the Brackets with the included (6) 8mm
Combo Bolts, (Figs 5-8).
