1. Disconnect the negative battery cable.

2. Remove the MAF sensor from the factory duct by removing
the two Phillips screws, remove the factory MAF gasket.

3. Remove the two bolts holding the factory engine cover and
pull straight up to remove the cover from the engine cover.

4. Remove the two bolts holding the resonator box into place.

5. Using pliers remove the clamp holding the breather hose on
the duct pull back to remove the hose.

6. Remove the clamps holding the duct to the throttle body
and to the air box then remove the duct from the engine
compartment.

7. Remove the rear bolt from the factory air box and remove
the box by pulling straight up.

8. Remove the two remaining bolts from the inner fender well.

9. Remove the factory bolt holding the horn bracket to the
fender.

10. Attach the 18.25 trim sponge to the volant air box.

11. Place the box into factory position and tighten the volant
box down using the provided hardware.
