INSTRUCTIONS

1. Align the Screen over the window
frame and note areas where the
screen may need trimming. Areas that
may need trimming or bending are the
Tabs and Latch. If you have window
latches, open the latch to it's highest
point and replace the screen to deter-
mine removal points. If trimming is re-
quired, be sure to file down any sharp
edges after cutting.

NOTE - If tab removal was neces-
sary, the screen can still be fas-
tened by placing the screws to the
inside of the outer framing as
shown in Figure 2.
