Preparation Before Painting / Installation

* A trial fit is recommended to ensure proper positioning and fit.

* Check fit of parts before painting as we will not accept the return of modified or painted parts.
 Wash your vehicle’s hood to remove any debris and/or dirt.

* Dry the hood with a clean towel.

Installation Steps NOTE: Actual application may vary slightly from illustrations.

Clean hood shield mounting location. Peel back tape liner.
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Installation Steps NOTE: Actual application may vary slightly from drawings.

Center hood shield and attach with ex-
posed tape. Remove tape liner.

Apply pressure to tape flange.
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NOTE: If applicable position hood shield over trim.

NOTE: The hood shield should be offset approxi- 4 91-96 Ford Escort - discard rubber trim
mately 3/4” (1.9 cm) from the front edge of hood. 99-up F250/350 - discard rubber trim

Lower hood, adjust hood bumper stops if
necessary. Apply bump-ons to hood surface.

96-up Dodge Caravan/Plymouth Voyager uses 6
(2) screws only
