PROCEDURE 

1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.  

Carefully read and understand all  instructions before attempting installation. 

Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim. 

2. Using a pry bar open the plastic casing holding two bolts. See Figure 1 for reference. 

3. Repeat Step 2 and remove the bolts. See Figure 2 for reference.  NOTE: Hold onto the OE bolts since they will be used.

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4. Locate the (4) One Sided Tape (Item 14) and attach them to the (4) Spacer Block Mount Bracket (Item 12).                           

See Figure 3 for reference. 

5. Place the (4) Space Block Mount Bracket (Item 12) into the spaced that were left behind when the OEM roof rack was 

take off. See Figure 4 for reference.

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6. Using the OE bolts that were removed from Step 2 attach the Front Mount Driver Bracket (Item 6) and Rear Mount Driver 

Bracket (Item 8). See Figure 5 for reference and Figure 6 on the bracket placements. NOTE: The Rear Mount Driver 

Bracket has a short distance on the left side indicating it to belong to the driver side. The Front Mount Driver Bracket has 

a short distance on the right side indicating it to belong to the driver side. 

7. Using the OE bolts that were removed from Step 2 attach the Front Mount Passenger Bracket (Item 7) and Rear Mount 

Passenger Bracket (Item 9).. NOTE: The Rear Mount Driver Bracket has a short distance on the right side indicating it to 

belong to the passenger side. The Front Mount Driver Bracket has a short distance on the left side indicating it to belong 

to the passenger side.

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8. In the hardware provided locate the Slide Nuts (Item 16). 

9. Slide 6 Slide Nuts (Item 16) in the bottom inside groove and 13 Slide Nuts (Item 16) in the top inside groove in the Driver 

Rack Rail (Item 1). See Figure 7 for reference. 

10. Slide 2 Slide Nuts (Item 16) on the top groove. See Figure 8 for reference. 

11. Slide 2 Slide Nuts (Item 16) on the outside groove in the Driver Rack Rail (Item 1). See Figure 8 for reference. 

12. Repeat Steps 8-9 on the passenger side.

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12. Using the hardware provided loosely attach the Driver Rack Rail (Item 1) to the Front Mount Driver Bracket (Item 6) and 

Rear Mount Driver Bracket (Items 8). See Figures 9 & 10 for reference. NOTE: Be sure to leave 4 slide nuts in between 

the Front and Rear Mount Driver Bracket. 

13. Repeat Step 12 for the passenger side.

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14. Locate and place both Double Sided Tape (Item 13) onto the bottom of both Front Support Bracket (Item 10). 

15. Using the hardware provided loosely attach the Front Support Bracket (Item 10) to Passenger and Driver Rack Rail.

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17. Using the hardware provided, locate and loosely install the Cross Rail Bracket (Item 11). See Figure 13 for reference. 

18. Insert (2) M6 Slide Nuts (Item 15) on the side grooves of all the Cross Rails (Item 3). 

19. Using the hardware provided loosely attach the Cross Rails (Item 3) to the Cross Rail Bracket (Item 11).

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20. Using the provided hardware attach the Visor Cover (Item 5) to the Visor (Item 4) before installing it to the Rack Rails 

(Items 1 & 2). See Figure 15 & 16 for reference. NOTE: If you are installing lights onto the Visor, The Visor Cover will 

not be needed. 

21. Using the hardware provided, locate and loosely install the Visor (Item 4) to the Rack Rails (Item 1 & 2). Push the visor 

to the rear direction until it touch the rails. See Figure 17 for reference.  

22. Once the rails and the visor are installed together. Adjust them until the visor rubber trim barely touch the roof body.

14. Tighten the Rear Mount Driver and Passenger Bracket (Item 8 & 9) to the desired height. 

15. Peel the bottom layer of the Double Sided Tape and place it on the driver and passenger side of the vehicle.                                   

See Figures 11, 12 & 18 for reference on the placement of the Double Sided Tape/Front Support Bracket. 

22. When tightening the Front Support Bracket (Item 10), pull up the rack rail but make sure not to pull off the Front Support 

Bracket (Item 10 ) from the passenger and driver side of the vehicle. See Figure 18 for reference. 

23. When tightening the Front Mount Driver Bracket (Item 6) and Front Mount Passenger Bracket (Item 7) push down with 

force to keep both Driver Rack Rail (Item 1) and Passenger Rack Rail (Item 2) from flopping up and down as the                 

vehicle is moving. See Figure 19 for reference. 

24. Align and adjust the Mesa Roof Rack and Mounting Brackets as necessary. Fully tighten and torque all hardware as         

specified: M6 hardware to 5-7 ft-lbs.
