1. Remove contents from box, verify if all parts listed are present and free from damage.
Carefully read and understand all instructions before attempting installation.
Failure to identify damage before installation could lead to a rejection of any claim.

2. Starting on the driver’s side front. Locate front mount location on the rocker panel with two rocker panel bracket bolts.
Remove factory bolts (will not be used). Locate (1) front mount bracket (Item 3/4) and loosely install using the provided
SEMS M8 hardware (Items 10-12). See Figure 1 and 2.

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3. Locate the driver’s side rear mounting location on the rocker panel with two rocker panel bracket bolts. Remove factory
bolts (will not be used). Locate (1) rear mount bracket (Item 5/6) and loosely install using the provided SEMS M8 hard-
ware (Items 10-12). See Figure 3 and 4.

4. Repeat Steps 2 - 3 for passenger side.

5. Locate (1) plastic bracket cover (Item 7) and loosely secure it to the (4) brackets using the provided hardware: (2) M6 hex
head cap screws, (4) M6 flat washers, and (2) M6 nylock nuts. Repeat for every bracket. See Figure 5.

For Part Numbers 28-51195 / 28-51205: Locate (1) driver side step board (Item 1) and (4) M8 square head bolts (Item 9).
Slide the M8 square head bolts through the slots underneath the step board and align with the previously installed mount

brackets. Repeat for passenger side. See Figure 6.
For Part Numbers 28-51190/ 28-51200: Locate (1) driver side step board (Item 1) and (2) adapter plates (Item 8). Insert
the adapter plates onto the step board and align with the previously installed mount brackets. Repeat for passenger side.

8. Loosely secure the step board onto each mount bracket using (2) M8 hex nuts, (2) M8 split lock washers, and (2) M8 flat
washers (Items 13-15). See Figure 8.
9. Adjust and align as necessary the mount brackets, step boards, and bracket covers and then tighten M8 hardware to 15-17
ft-1bs and M6 to 5-7 ft-1bs.
